IF THE WORK IS NOT SUBMITTED BY THE UNDERSTOOD DATE OF SUBMISSION – NOT EXCEEDING THE END OF THE FOLLOWING TERM – THE INCOMPLETE WILL BE CONVERTED TO A FAILURE.  IF UNRESOLVED AT THE END OF THE FOLLOWING SEMESTER, THE GRADE IS CHANGED TO A FAILURE WITH A NUMERICAL VALUE OF “0”
